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Background/Rationale: In December 2019, the California School Dashboard data for
the 2018-2019 school year was released and resulted in SCUSD qualifying for
Comprehensive Support under CA System of Support. The qualification for support was
triggered because of persistent performance challenges of three student groups—foster
youth, students experiencing homelessness, and students with disabilities—in meeting
various priority outcomes for three of four consecutive years. The priority outcomes
include performance and progress in Pupil Achievement, Pupil Engagement, School
Climate, and Outcomes in a Broad Course of Study.

Publication of the CA Dashboard was suspended for the 2019-2020 and 2020-2021
school years due to the Covid 19 Pandemic. The publication of the Dashboard resumed
in 2022 and SCUSD continues to qualify for Comprehensive Support in the areas of
Pupil Achievement and School Climate for the following student groups: a) African
American, b) American Indian, c) Pacific Islander Students with Disabilities, d) English
Learners, e) Foster Youth, and g) Homeless Youth.

The California’s System of Support focuses on building the local capacity of districts and
their schools to meet the needs of each student they serve, to sustain improvement,
and to effectively address disparities in opportunities and outcomes. SCUSD has
received support from the California Collaborative for Educational Excellence (CCEE), a
statewide agency that works to strengthen CA public school system so districts can
build their capacity to improve student outcomes. The CCEE partners with the CA
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As a result of this support, SCUSD has identified a set of strategic priorities and actions
to focus on meeting the needs of students who are least well-served.
